That's why it's important to stop
expecting them to be something other than who they
are.” -Maya Angelou- This is a false claim that many
people base their relationships on. In a greater way, if
a person starts a relationship with Christ, God can
change that person completely! He can transform that
person from a hell-bound sinner to a servant of God.
This is the message that Paul is conveying to the
Corinthian Church in chapter five of our lesson, that
God can change people.

Paul writes this letter to defend his integrity and
creditability to serve God. Some false teachers were
trying to discredit Paul so that they may spread a
demonic message. Paul provides them with seven
reasons why any Christian can serve God.
